SKULL SLEUTHS: Can you tell what an animal eats just by looking at its teeth? Can you identify an animal just by looking at its skull? You can after our Skull Sleuths program. Get you magnifying glasses, measuring tape, and field guide and let's learn about skulls, teeth and bones.
